The TAAL Academic Year is August — June. Enrollments are accepted throughout the year.

Registration fee is $35 for new students. This fee applies for new students or students who have had a break in

enrollment for more than 3 months.

3. Tuition is for the academic year, and varies by type of class, payable in one annual installment or two semester

installments, due at/before the student's first class. Please contact Taal for your class type tuition rate.

Tuition is accepted by cash or check (payable to Taal School of Dance).

Tuition is subject to $10 late fee per week past due date. If tuition is not paid by student’s 3rd class, the student

will not be allowed to attend class until tuition fee and late charges are paid in full.

Returned checks will be assessed a $20.00 fee.

Students who show a delinquent account will not be allowed to participate in school's performances. All accounts

must be up to date to receive costumes and allow for participation.

All extra classes required (for performance preparation or missed classes or other) are subject to extra fees.

9. If TAAL is open and you are unable to attend a class, please notify your instructor via email in advance.
Although there are no separate make-up classes for individual missed classes, the teacher will make every effort
to catch the student up to class speed. No refunds are given for missed classes.

10. Ifaclassis canceled due to inclement weather, an emergency, or any other unforeseen reason by TAAL, a make-
up class for the group will be scheduled. No refunds will be given if you do not attend a make-up class.

11.  TAAL conducts an annual recital in which all students are required to perform. A recital fee is charged for
participation in this event.

12. TAAL participates in other community events throughout the year. Participation in these events is optional.

13.  Costume Fees will be charged for on-stage performances.

14.  Bollywood dance students must wear TAAL T-shirt and black leggings, yoga pants, or athletic pants.

15.  Kathak students must wear Indian churidaar or salwar kurta pajama with dupatta and ghungroos.

16.  All dance students MUST have hair neatly tied back. No big earrings or jewelry are allowed.

17.  Music and Kathak students must bring notebook/folder with course material and pencil for writing to every class.

18.  Refusal to abide by dress code or come without necessary materials may result in your child sitting out of class
for the day.

19.  No electronics, cell phones, iPods, handheld games, etc. allowed in classroom.

20.  Persons not participating in classes are not allowed in the studio/classroom while class is in session.

21.  All students must be picked up on time after their class is complete. Students cannot be left unattended.

22.  Choreography/Songs learned in class may not be copied nor taught to anyone else. Students require written
permission from administration if he or she would like to replicate in part or whole the dance or song learned in
class at other events, teaching it to friends/family, etc. Students performing any dance/song taught by TAAL
must acknowledge TAAL School of Dance & the Indian Arts at the performance.

23.  Photography/Videography taken by TAAL is property of TAAL and may be used in brochures, website, posters,
advertisements, and other promotional materials the school creates.
